APPROVE BUDGET ALLOCATION OF $65,756 TO SCS ENGINEERS / FIELD
SERVICES FOR SERVICES PROVIDED IN FISCAL YEAR 2023/2024 FOR THE
LANDFILL GAS FLARE PROJECT AT THE TOLAND ROAD LANDFILL.

FISCAL IMPACT

Additional funding of $65,756 would come from the Toland Road Landfill Fund.

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS

A. Landfill Gas Collection System Flare Replacement

Since FY2019-20, VRSD has planned to replace the Toland Road landfill flare with a new
landfill flare, which was expected to resolve operational issues with the landfill flare as
well as provide additional landfill gas destruction capacity for future landfill gas flows up
to, and after, the closure of the landfill.

On June 20, 2019, your Board approved VRSD Contract 19-012 with Biogas Engineering,
which included the design, development, and permitting of a new flare to replace the
existing one at TRL.

On December 17, 2020, the VRSD Board approve Amendment No.1 to Contract No. 19-
012 with Biogas Engineering to include the procurement of the flare on behalf of VRSD.

Construction of the new flare was completed by Perennial in November 2022 but was
placed in storage at their facility in lllinois or Missouri while VRSD worked through permit
and COVID-impacted logistical issues. See July 25, 2024, Board Letter re Contract
Amendment No.2 to VRSD Contract 190012 with Biogas Engineering for the Toland Road
Landfill Flare Replacement Project; and Approve a Corresponding Budget Transfer of
$201,090 attached as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by reference.

Once VRSD Staff obtained the building permits from the County and approval of the new
flare from VCAPCD, the final documents about the Ultra Low NOx flare were received
from Perennial. Specifically, VRSD received a Building Permit from the County of Ventura
Building and Safety Division on September 7, 2022, and an Authority to Construct from
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the Ventura County Air Pollution Control District (VCAPCD) on July 13, 2022. These
approvals authorized the commencement of construction activities, subject to applicable
agency conditions and requirements. This cleared the way for the District to request bids
for the flare installation.

On April 4, 2023, the District initiated a competitive bid process in accordance with the
Uniform Public Construction Cost Accounting Act, Public Contract Code, Section 22000,
et. seq. and the District’s purchasing procedures set forth in VRSD Resolution 89-13. The
District advertised the Notice Inviting Bids (NIB) in the Ventura County Star on April 6,
2023, and April 13, 2023, and plans and specifications were supplied to three regional
plan rooms across Southern California.

In June 2023 the Board approved contract No. 23-002 with SCS Engineers / Field
Services for Construction services related to the replacement of the Toland Road Landfill
Gas collection system flare. See June 1, 2023, Board Letter re VRSD Contract No. 23-
002 with SCS Field Services for Construction Services related to the Replacement of the
Toland Road Landfill Gas Collection System Flare attached as Exhibit 2 and incorporated
herein by reference. Contract No. 23-002 included costs associated with the building
permit process and safety inspection services.

The Perennial Ultra-Low NOx Flare was installed in October 2023, and the site received
a temporary Permit to Operate from VCAPCD on December 5, 2023. The official startup
date for the flare was March 6, 2024, with VCAPCD notified by email.

B. Current Operational and Contractual State for Flare Project

However, the landfill flare project didn’t go as originally planned because of issues with
scheduling delays, getting the flare to be functional, making corrections to certain services
which were not performed in accordance with the contract.’

As a result of these setbacks with the landfill gas flare project and internal VRSD
discussions with subject vendors, there were disputes over the validity of various vendor
invoices. Current VRSD staff were not involved in these discussions with SCS Engineers
/ Field Services. These disputes took place throughout the prior Director of Operations
tenure with the District, leaving an overdue invoice for $65,756 which had been left
unresolved and not paid.

While the District initially allocated sufficient monies in FY 2023 to cover the services
included in Contract No. 23-002, based upon prior staff’ direction, the FY 2023 monies
were relieved and not carried forward because the prior staff determined those services
were not performed.

When the current Director of Operations was appointed in 2025, SCS Engineers / Field
Services representatives requested resolution of the outstanding 2023 invoice. Although
former VRSD staff considered the matter resolved, SCS Engineers / Field Services, did
not agree with the former VRSD staff’'s determination because the SCS invoices identified

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allowances for testing and pulling of building permits for the project, that the former staff
incorrectly associated with internal VRSD staff work during defined permitting installation
activities.

Current VRSD landfill operations staff, in consultation and in concurrence with the
District’'s Finance team have reviewed this issue and have determined that SCS
Engineers / Field Services have provided sufficient documentation to confirm that
$47,734.55 of the landfill gas flare services billed by SCS Engineers / Field Services were
in fact performed and thus should be payable. See Exhibit 3 Invoice from SCS.

The District has notified SCS Engineers / Field Services that further documentation is still
required to validate the remaining/outstanding $18,021.45 in charges. The District
intends on holding back a payment of $18,021.45 until adequate documentation is
provided to the District, to validate this portion of the invoice.

C. Requlatory Compliance Status of Replacement Flare

Despite the contractual and construction related problems with the replacement flare, the
new Toland Road landfill flare is deemed in compliance with the VCAPCD-issued permit
and emission requirements stated in VCAPCD Rule 74.35, based on source-testing of
the flare on a prescribed schedule.

Prior to performing the flare source-test, the VCAPCD inspector who oversees flares
receives source-test protocol from VRSD’s source-test consultant, upon review from
VRSD staff. The VCAPCD inspector either accepts the reviewed source-test, or returns
the source-test back to VRSD, for further modification. Once a protocol is approved, and
a source-test date is set, then the flare source-test takes place in the presence of the
VCAPCD inspector. The VCAPCD inspector then reviews preliminary results and can
determine on the spot if the flare will pass crucial tests or will fail. Once complete, a
source-test report is then produced and VRSD staff will then review for completeness.
VRSD staff then forwards the source-test report onto the VCAPCD inspector for their
review and approval. Then if VRSD passes the source-test, then there is usually nothing
more required (VRSD normally will not hear anything back from the VCAPCD inspector).
The first source-test on the new flare was performed in July 2024 by AirX and was
observed by witnessed by the VCAPCD inspector. Since this initial source test, the
Toland Road landfill flare was source-tested in July 2025, again by AirX. All source test
protocols were approved by the VCAPCD inspectors, and the actual source-tests were
witnessed by VCAPCD staff. The flare is scheduled to be source tested again in July
2026. The first source test was performed by AirX in July 2024 and was witnessed by
VCAPCD inspector. The TRL flare was tested again by AirX in July 2025. All source test
protocols were approved by VCAPCD, and the tests were witnessed by VCAPCD
inspector. Currently the flare is fully functional and is scheduled for its next source test in
July 2026.

PROPOSAL
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Despite the foregoing contract and construction difficulties, VRSD Staff requests and
recommends that the Board allocate the full SCS Field Services invoice amount: $65,756
to Staff in the event that SCS Engineers / Field Services is able to provide the required
and sufficient documentation that work has actually been done on the landfill gas flare,
as requested and as contracted.

Ventura Regional Sanitation District (“VRSD”) solicited public bids (titled “Bid 23-001”) (the
“Notice Inviting Bids” or “NIB”) for the installation of an Ultra-Low NOXx Flare at the Toland Road
Landfill, which is located at 3500 Toland Road, Santa Paula, California (the “Project”). Biogas
Engineering (“BGE”) is assisting VRSD with the Project as their on-call engineering and project
management firm.

The NIB, published on April 4, 2023, seeks to replace the outdated enclosed flare with a new Ultra
Low NOx Flare. The three companies that submitted bids (collectively referred to as “Bidders” or
individually as “Bidder”) were the following:

1. Environmental Construction, Inc. (“ECI”)
2. Innovative Construction Solutions (“ICS”) and
3. SCS Field Services (“SCS”)

BGE conducted a thorough review of the Bidders' responses to the NIB. It became apparent that
each Bidder's cost exceeds the engineering estimate provided by BGE in the NIB. The engineering
estimate was based on the budgetary cost prepared for the Ultra Low NOx Flare back in
2019/2020 when the Project was initially planned. The increase in cost can be attributed to
significant changes in material prices, such as pipe, instruments, valves, and other factors like
recent inflation and supply-demand imbalances.

Despite the notable disparity between the engineering estimate in the NIB and the Bidders'
presented costs, we firmly believe that the costs presented by the Bidders in response to the NIB
are reliable and accurately reflect the prevailing market conditions. Therefore, we highly
recommend that VRSD proceed with the project and award the bid to a qualified bidder.
